 Proof of negative EIA test (Coggins) dated within one year is required for all horses originating in Texas (Form VS 10-
11). Horses without proper proof of negative Coggins results will be turned away. Form a Team with your buddies (at 

least 2 riders, carriages, non-riders, or any combination) to raise even more money for SIRE!
